Traffic calming measures – OJ raised the issue of children playing around the roads and cars ‘rat-running’ through the village and requested what measures were being taken by TW if any; CW re-iterated that TW would be putting a one-way system through the village with a 10mph speed limit on all of the roads. MC will enquire as to when LB Ealing will be adopting the GUV roads in order that they may enforce any traffic calming measures put in place.

2 GUV residents commented on 2 issues relating to commercial vehicles: residents parking their commercial vehicles and commercial vehicle access (ie. Costcutter deliveries)  around the village; DA raised the point that LB Hillingdon will be painting a single yellow line along one side of Waxlow Way which should hopefully alleviate the problem on LBH side. The issue of enforcement up to this point lies with Trinity Estates and suggested that residents contact them.

It was suggested that some text be put into the next InTouch newsletter mentioning that investigations are underway regarding traffic calming/parking issues and updates will be published as and when they are received.

JP will report to PCHA Housing manager re parking enforcement around the PCHA properties.

Mani Bains (GUV resident) commented on the medical centre exasperating the parking problem and enquired as to when it building would commence. CW stated that TW sold the land to Ealing PCTand a TW contact suggested work would be starting in approximately 2 months. MC mentioned that she has seen the plans and remembers there being 19 spaces for the medical centre which will include staff.

2 GUV residents commented on the service charge and what it consists of – they were urged to contact Trinity Estates and OJ agreed that the Residents Association will take this matter up with Trinity Estates.

CW will endeavour to get a diagram of the ‘Road adoption plan’ to assist with any queries the residents may have in relation to the lighting and general upkeep of the road/pathways. If successful she will pass them on to Oriana Jones through the CDT office.
