Free Car Club Membership
Did you know that each resident at Grand Union Village has been given a year’s free membership of CityCarClub, the largest and most experienced operator of car clubs in the UK? This allows you access to a network of almost 200 cars nationwide including one based in Grand Union Village in Taywood Road. A second car will be added in February. All cars are less than three years old and are regularly checked and valeted. CityCarClub allows you to use a car for as little as an hour at a time without the need to pay for all the overheads like insurance, servicing, road tax and even the fuel. You only pay £2.80 / hour plus 17p / mile.  As well as offering convenience and excellent value, research has shown that each CityCarClub car effectively replaces at least 5 cars so you will also be helping to reduce the destructive impact that vehicles have on the environment. Joining up as a member is easy. All you have to do is apply on-line at www.citycarclub.co.uk (click on the Join Now! button) or call 0845 330 1234. Once you have joined you will get a Smart Card with a pin code that enables you to book, unlock and use CityCarClub cars. You will receive an itemised bill for your usage at the end of each month. As you will only pay-as-you-drive why not give CityCarClub a trial?

Work continues on the apartment blocks around the canal basin and block J1, nearest to the canal, known as ‘Canalside’ has now launched.   This block includes thirty five, 1 and 2 bedroom apartments.

Play areas

Installation of the play area in Ballinger Way is now underway with completion expected by the end of February.  Equipment will include a dome slide, round table, a spring crazy racer and three benches.  The play equipment is specifically aimed at children aged 1-8 years and the area is separately fenced for their safety. A dome slide and table will be fitted onto the podiums at Welford House and Ashby House, also by the end of February.
