Pattern-cutting classes for all you budding seamstresses
Initially, the aim of these classes is to enable you to be competent enough to make a garment from your own measurements, including how to take the measurements properly, how to translate them on paper and draw the pattern through to making the garment at home and fitting.

The class may be 2-2.5 hours per week and the workshop will last 5 weeks.

Contracts have now been completed with the new owner of the restaurant.  Mr R Marshal, who also owns the Costcutter store, will be offering an Indian menu in the evening, with a more mixed menu throughout the day.  Architects are now working on the exterior/interior design and we hope to share some images with you soon.  The restaurant should be open during the Spring. 

Canal basin getting ready for boats!

Work continues apace on the canal basin with work on the pontoons and the installation of the pump out facilities.  British Waterways are preparing their marketing material for 12 residential and 8 visitor moorings.   The first boats are likely to be entering the basin before the Summer.

Phase 10 (behind Apprentice Gardens)
Phase 10 forty-one 2, 3 and 4 bedroom homes and 2-bed apartments are currently at the foundation level.  These properties will be managed by Genesis Housing Association and are expected to be handed over by the end of 2007.

New nursery now open!


Snowflakes Day Nursery & Montessori had their successful Grand Opening on the 7 January 2007, with plenty of entertainment for the very young, the young and the old. Snowflakes was established in 2002 in Carlyle Ave, Southall.  Nirupa said “my intention is to take standards of childcare into new heights.  I believe in high expectations.  We encourage a positive and responsible attitude.

I believe employing qualified staff is extremely important and low staff turnover is crucial.  I’m proud to say that I still have the same members of staff that I’ve had since the beginning of the Southall branch”.

She also said a very big ‘Thank You’  to Taylor Woodrow for coming up with this wonderful idea of a nursery amidst such a wonderful community.
