Water Safety

Beware of the dangers of open water

Swimming is prohibited in the canal and marina
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Always keep young children under supervision when near the water

The water is deep in both the canal and marina

There may also be items hidden under the water i.e. shopping trolleys that could injure or trap anyone in the water
Dogs at Grand Union Village
See below regarding permissions to keep dogs.

All dogs on the development must be kept on a lead at all times

It is illegal for an animal to be allowed to foul any part of the development.  This must be removed immediately.

If you have concerns about a dangerous dog please contact the police. On 0300 123 1212 for all non-emergency matters or 999 in an emergency.
CONSENT FOR PETS IN LEASEHOLD PROPERTIES

The majority of leases administered by Trinity Estates provide for pets not to be kept at the property without the consent of the Management Company/Lessor. The Lease for GUV states;
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In considering such requests for consent, Trinity Estates’ only concern is with protecting the interests of the other owners in terms of:

· minimising potential sources of nuisance and,

· maintaining the cleanliness and general amenity of the estate.

It is usually the keeping of a dog in an apartment which has the potential to cause difficulties.  Although each case must be judged on the particular circumstances, generally consent will be given for the keeping of all other common domestic pets.

At all times, Trinity Estates’ decision is final and we reserve the right to withdraw consent to keep a pet should it cause a nuisance.

Consent to Keep a Dog

In general, Trinity Estates will only give consent for a medium or large dog (e.g. Labrador, Border Collie, Beagle etc.) to be kept in a ground floor apartment with its own private entrance or patio doors.  It is not considered appropriate for such dogs to be kept in an upstairs apartment or maisonette, or in a ground floor apartment where the only access is through internal common parts as in these situations there is too great a risk of nuisance or damage to the common parts.

Consent will generally be given for one small dog to be kept in an apartment subject to the following conditions which will be confirmed in writing (model letter attached).

· The dog is not permitted to foul the communal grounds.  Any accident which occurs must be cleaned up by the owner.

· The dog is not exercised in the communal gardens but away from the development.

· The dog is carried through communal carpeted areas in wet weather.

· The dog is kept on a lead at all times when around the development.

· The dog does not cause a nuisance to other residents.

Consent to Keep a Cat

Consent will generally be given to keep a cat, providing Trinity Estates is satisfied that there are suitable arrangements for the entry and exit of the cat from the building.  Trinity Estates reserves the right to withdraw consent should the cat cause a nuisance to other residents. 

It has been noted that there are very few consents granted and as such, for all those keeping a pet in a Leasehold property, we would request you complete the attached application form and either drop off at the Building Manager’s Office or post to our Head Office. Please note that if your request if successful; there is an administration charge for this which is £35.00 plus Vat. If successful an invoice will be sent to you in due course, however your written consent will only be dispatched after this. Failure to obtain consent may result in legal action due to a breach of the Lease.
