	Site Development Progress and update



Phase 11 – has been fenced off and the Planning Application has been approved. Work will be starting on this shortly.

Phase 12 – the Planning Application went in on 14th May 2007 - this is for 83 dwellings of which 50% will be affordable housing; this Phase will have 75% parking allocation.
Retail unit (No 2) – this unit will be a Hairdressers/Beauty Salon in one half while the other will be a butcher shop.
Basin Restaurant – the name will be Blue Green and it is due to be open in time for the September launch of the Canal basin.
The open space should be ready for the end of July 2007 and part of the ‘strip of land’ has been released for use by the public. It was suggested to cement the goal posts in place in order that they may be used.
Health Centre – the Planning Application will be put forward week commencing 28th May 2007.

Broadmead Road update – CW stated that TW are waiting LB Ealing to respond with the findings of the consultation.
