The E6 route through the GUV will involve a consultation with residents by Transport for London and London Borough of Ealing. 
Consultation regarding the yellow line parking restrictions will be conducted by the relevant local councils.
JC spoke with RA and it emerged that the parking permits are to be rolled out in phases starting in June.
JW suggested an overflow car park be an option for commercial vehicles as many residents do have to use their company commercial vehicles and as such bring them home. JC suggested that this be added to the travel plan as a possibility; CW will address this with the relevant parties.
CW brought the idea to the Board from a meeting with RA Transport that the CDT take over the car parking control – it was suggested that this be discussed at a later/separate meeting as there are many areas and implications.
